There the
now forgotten skills of traditional
pottery, for which the area was famous
for hundreds of years ago, are now
being taught to the descendants of
the old craftsmen.

Beijing based artist Weizhi
Zhang captured various types of
Beijing courtyard gates on his
watercolour canvases. Beijing
quadrangle courtyards are the
most elaborate examples of
Chinese vernacular dwelling.
Their ethnological character
and variations of style, along
with their delicate but powerful decorative elements, are of significant
historic value and cultural meaning. Since the late 1990°s, these
courtyards have been demolished to make way for modern high rise
buildings. The exhibition will also present illustrations and maps of the
old City of Beijing.
